Around the Course (cont.)

During aerification, we used a 5/8" open tine, removed cores, rolled greens twice, topdressed,
brushed, and applied fertilizer at a rate of 0.75 lbs of nitrogen per 1,000 sq. ft. Below are two
photos showing the greens the day after completion and again seven days later. Although
healing is progressing well, we still have a little way to go before putting conditions return to
normal.

Day After Completion - Feb. 21st 7 Days Later - March 1st

This week (beginning March 2), we will be applying additional sand, brushing, rolling, fertilizing,
and gradually lowering mowing heights. With a bit of favorable weather, especially the forecast
for late this week we anticipate the greens will be fully recovered and putting beautifully within
10 to 14 days. Perfect timing as our tournament schedule begins to ramp up.
